Undergraduated  at the Fergusson College, Poona;  practiced law from (1901-20); 

President of Sangli Municipality, (1905-21); joined Indian Law Society and was one of 

the Founder Members of the Poona Law College, 1924; member of the All India States’ 

Peoples’ Conference’s first and second deputation to England in 1928 and 1931; 

member of the Servants of India Society; Chairman of the Governing Council of Sangli 

Education Society; contributed to the Deccan Education Society; died in 1935.
