Establishments and Portuguese possession in India, based in Pondicherry 1947-
49; First Secretary, Indian Embassy in Indonesia, 1949-50; was with Central
Government till April 1952; Minister to"Philippines, 1952-55; Chief of Protocol,
1955-58 and November 1959 - March 1961; Foreign Service Inspector, 30 April
1958 to July 1960; Controller-General of Emigration, 1960; Joint Secretary,
Minister of External Affairs, August 1960-March 1961; Ambassador to tran, 1961-
65;died in 1978.
